Duration

been achieved.
Syllabus
The range of subjects covered are:

• Emergency planning and remote medical assistance
• Catastrophic Bleeding Control
• Crush injuries
• Effects of extreme cold
• Lyme disease

Certification
The practical and theoretical assessment is ongoing throughout the duration of the course and a three year qualification can be offered to all, 
subject to assessment.
